INFORMATION

A wide range of plastics are used in packaging. To make sorting and thus recycling
easier, the American Society of Plastics Industry developed a standard marking code to
help consumers identify and sort the main types of plastic. These types and their most
common uses are shown below:

/\ PET Polyethylene terephthalate - Fizzy drink bottles and oven-

An example is melamine, which is often used in plastic plates and cups.

If you see the above symbol - it means you can put the packaging into your council’s
compost collection box or bag (if they provide one!) This is a relatively new symbol found
on biodegradable plastic packaging. The symbol signifies that the packaging has been
tested, and is suitable for putting into local authority compost collections.

The symbol - as well as the letters FSC and words ‘Forest Stewardship Council’ indicate
that the product supports the growth of responsible forest management worldwide.




The above symbols are commonly found on the labels of organic food in Ireland. When
you see food marked as organic, it means that it has been produced in a sustainable,
environmentally friendly way without damaging the environment.

FAIRTRADE

The Fairtrade mark is an independent consumer label which appears on products

as an independent guarantee that disadvantaged producers in the developing world
are getting a better deal. For a product to display the Fairtrade Mark it must meet
international Fairtrade standards. The international certification body Fairtrade Labelling
Organisations International (FLO) sets these standards. Producer organisations that
supply Fairtrade products are inspected and certified by FLO. They receive a minimum
price that covers the cost of sustainable production and an extra premium that is
invested in social or economic development projects.

The European Eco-label has been developed by the European Union to encourage the
development of products which keep the impact on the environment to a minimum. It

is a voluntary scheme and the ‘flower’ symbol is awarded to products that meet a set

of stringent environmental and performance criteria. These criteria take into account all
aspects of a product’s life, from its production and use to its eventual disposal (cradle-to-
grave approach). About 2,000 products - from washing machines to footwear - currently
carry the label. Packaging is included in this life cycle analysis where it is integral to the
product, such as washing up liquid or laundry detergents.
